King County is increasing the fees and apparently the duration of weed control permits, but the LWPA does not plan to comment since the city hires a company to manage weeds in the lake and we are not involved in the permit issues. 

Large-Leaf Pondweed is a native plant that is starting to spread in the little cove just North of the boat launch, it is also appearing just South of the boat launch and a little farther down the West shore. [Potamogeton amplifolius, commonly known as largeleaf pondweed or broad-leaved pondweed, is an aquatic plant of North America. It grows in water bodies such as lakes, ponds, and rivers, often in deep water.]

We will include reports on this plant in the spring milfoil survey and discuss whether any action is needed. It is considered good fish habitat, but could become dangerous to swimmers and snarl electric motor propellers. 

OLD BUSINESS:

The Make a Difference Day lake and road cleanup went well and we are pleased to report there was a distinct lack of trash to pick up.
